Protected riparian land 

• Communal clan ownership  

• No unethical behaviour allowed

• Knowledgeable elders can collect medicinal plants

Magodes, Molo, Uganda

Cleared Homestead Land
• Defined living spaces as personal right

• Includes fields, kraals, wells

• Shared grazing on fallow land

• Elders grant permission to shift

• Elders grant permission to shift 

homestead 

• Protected trees under clan authority

• Specific trees for building & firewood

• All have the right to eat, at any door

• Garden vegetables can be picked & eaten by anyone

• Fruits are for all, but especially children

•Well water for all, but rules on damage & maintenance

• Cannot deny drinking water to anyone

• Households own the water they draw

• Chickens can eat anywhere, but can only be eaten by owner

• Men & women share rights to fish, but restrictions on women in water
